KASCOE BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

The KASCOE Board of Director’s held a meeting in Salina, Kansas at the Ramada Inn Hotel on Friday, July 17, 2009.
President Sean Rafferty welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  He gave a special welcome to guest Emma Slack, daughter of Director Darin Slack.

A quorum was present to conduct KASCOE business.
Sean appointed Marsha as the recording secretary for the meeting.
Sean reviewed the agenda. A motion was made that it be approved. The motion was seconded and carried.
The minutes of the business meeting held in April were approved as written. 
President’s Report – Sean reminded everyone that the National Convention in August at Gatlinburg will be celebrating the 50th anniversary of NASCOE.  Susan Long from Kansas is now the President of NASE.  Nothing new has been found as far as the By-Laws and Constitution.  Adrian Polansky, the new SED for Kansas, will begin 7/20/09.  
Secretary/Treasurer’s Report – Marsha reported that the balance as of 7/19/09 in the Scholarship Fund is $2,995.65 and in the General Fund $16,114.18.  
Sean called for Committee Reports:

A.  Legislative:  Brandon – No report.  However, Darin reported that the House has proposed a $92 million budget for 2010 for FSA and the Senate $30 million.  The new administrator for FSA is Jonathan Coppess.   He was appointed after the resignation of Doug Caruso.  The TSP bill that just recently passed did not include anything concerning sick leave.  As far as National Animal ID, there will be no more funding for the program until FSA comes forward with a plan.  No one wants it to be a mandatory program.  NASCOE currently has no position on the National Health Care Program.  There is still a bill pending on raising the age limit to 25 for children to be able remain on their parent’s health insurance policy.
B. Publicity:   Karen reported that the April edition of the KASCOE Chronicle had went out and that only one was returned with an incorrect address.  She asked for articles and pictures for the next edition.  Sean asked that she compose an e-mail to be sent out to the membership reminding members to send in these items.
C. Awards and Scholarships: Ernie has scored and ranked the scholarships that were submitted.  There were a total of 4 applications turned in, one of which was incomplete.  The winners are as follows:  1st Place Kayla Sloan ($500), daughter of Ross Sloan, CED in Thomas Co.; 2nd Place Brent Sweany ($300), son of 
David Sweany, CED in Saline Co.; and 3rd Place Cheyenne Scott ($200), daughter of Lory Scott, PT in Stafford Co.  The winners will be invited to the convention in October and will receive their checks at that time, unless they are unable to attend.  Their names will be put on the website and will also be in the next newsletter.  Sick leave awards information is being complied through the dues notice.  Ernie will also put an e-mail out on this.
D. Benefits and Emblems:  No report from Becky.  However, Brandon reported that a new representative from JM Marketing is in the process of visiting offices.  He reminded everyone that they should only visit with him during break time or take annual leave.
E. Membership:  David is beginning to receive the 2009-2010 dues transmittals from the Districts.  An electronic version of the notice may be tried next year.  David has tried sending membership cards out electronically with a few counties and it has worked well so far.  It was decided that he will be send all membership cards electronically by county to the CED for printing after the dues transmittals are received.
F.  Programs:  Kim – no report. 
State Convention Planning – The hotel person in charge of this area was not able to be present at the meeting.  The convention will be held Friday, October 23, 2009.  David will contact the Salina CVB to see about bags, name tags and to ask if they would consider sponsoring a break during the convention.  Instead of finding someone to do the national anthem, David will lead everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.  The welcome will be done by KASCOE instead of the mayor.  Darin will do the invocation.  Officers and committee chairmen will need to make 20 copies of their reports.  There will be a box and note cards at the registration table for anonymous suggestions for KASCOE business and also one for questions for the speakers.

The business meeting will be held from 8:00 am until 11:00 am.  New business will include  change in dues, NAFEC, the 2011 convention site and cookbooks.  There will not be a planned luncheon, but information will be available on places to eat.  We will reconvene at 12:30 pm and the guests and speakers will be introduced.  The Q & A will be held after the speakers are finished.   Ernie will then present the scholarship winners and the sick leave awards.  David will present membership awards and have the $100 drawing for counties having 100% membership.  Certificates for 100% membership will also be handed out.  Marsha will forward the power point presentation on deceased members to Becky and remind her to order items from NASCOE to sell during the convention.  The tribute to deceased members will be right after the Q & A session.   The business meeting will adjourn at 5:00 pm.  
The social will begin at 7:00 pm.  After discussion, it was decided that the food for the social will be a “Dogs & Suds” buffet that will cost approximately $12.00 per person. We will turn in an order for food for 50 people.  There will also be chips/salsa served. The cash bar for the evening will cost KASCOE $50 for the evening.

The only fee to attend the convention will be a $15 registration fee.  Karen will find a photographer for the day.   Marsha will check on the ribbons for the Directors and will also bring the hats and raffle tickets for Friday night.  The Directors are to arrive by 6:00 pm Thursday and stay until Saturday morning.  There was a review of the number of tables that will be needed and for what. Without including any tables for the meeting, we will need around 22-24. Cookbooks will be available during the convention at a special price of $3.00.  Marsha, Kim and Karen will take care of the registration table.  The theme for the convention will be “Navigating Our Future”
Sean appointed Brandon and Darin as the prize committee.  The prizes will be as follows: 
A. A 50-50 drawing, to be decided by raffle ticket drawing.
B. The COF door prizes for the social - the value of which should be $20.  It was decided that the Directors will not purchase any raffle tickets for these prizes.
C. A drawing by raffle ticket for a GPS unit – David will need approximately $20 from each District towards the purchase of this.  He will notify the District Treasurers and let them know when to send him a check.  Each person registering for the convention will receive a free chance towards the GPS unit. 

D.  District Door Prize – Each District will need to contribute a $40 prize for the silent auction.  

The next meeting will be Friday, September 18, 2009, at 9:30 a.m.  It will either be held at the Ramada Inn in Salina or will be a conference call.
Officer and Committee pictures were retaken for the website.

With there being no further business, a motion was made to adjourn the meeting.  It was seconded and carried and the meeting was adjourned at 2:00 pm.
